ORDINANCE NO. 11-01

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF ROSWELL AMENDING SECTION 21-20(B) AND
(C) IN THE ROSWELL CITY CODE TO PROVIDE FOR NEW AND INCREASED
CHARGES FOR SOLID WASTE COLLECTION AND DISPOSAL SERVICES; AND
AMENDING SECTION 21-20(F) FOR CLARIFICATION; PROVIDING FOR REPEAL
OF ALL ORDINANCES OR PARTS OF ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT HEREWITH;
PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY AND FIXING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the Governing Body, the City Council, of Roswell, New Mexico desires to maintain
the financial integrity of the Solid Waste Enterprise Fund, providing the necessary resources to
prudently and safely provide solid waste collection and disposal services to the citizens of
Roswell and,

WHEREAS, increasing costs and regulatory requirements of collecting and disposing of solid
waste within the City now exceed revenues under the existing rates, therefore the Solid Waste
Enterprise Fund must increase revenues to meet these regulatory and fiscal requirements,

WHEREAS, the rates imposed by the City of Roswell for solid waste services have not been
increased in over fifteen years.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY, THE
CITY COUNCIL, OF ROSWELL, NEW MEXICO, THAT:

Section 1. In the Roswell City Code (1984) Section 21-20, subsections (b) and (c), are
amended to reflect rate increases and new rate tables to read as follows:

(b) Monthly services for solid waste collection and disposal from dwellings and
residential premises shall be assessed against the person in whose name the water
meter for the premises is registered of record. Minimum charges for such
residential service shall be as provided herein. Such charge is premised on twice
a week pickup of the shared use of an automated collection container or the use
of an individual automated collection container. Charges for such residential
service for a calendar month shall be, plus applicable gross receipts tax:

Collection Disposal
(1) Single family residence $7.05 $4.70
(2) Duplexes, per unit 7.05 4.70
(3) Accessory dwelling 7.05 4.70

In addition, on the anniversary date of the implementation of this ordinance, the
amounts shown for all Collection service charges above will be increased by
sixty cents ($.60) and all Disposal service charges above will be increased by
forty cents ($.40) for each of the next six (6) consecutive years (July 1, 2012 —
July 1, 2017).

(c) Monthly services not described in subsection (b) shall be considered commercial
property. Charges shall be assessed against the person in whose name the water
meter for the premises is registered of record. Charges for such services for a
calendar month shall be determined as follows, plus applicable gross receipts tax:
