Pire Department to inspect or cause to be inspected by members or
officers of the Fire Depertment, &s offen as may be necessary, but
not less than twice & year in outlying districts and four times s
year in the closely built portions of the city, all buildings,
premises and public thoroughfares, including alleys, except Ghe
interiors of privete dwellings, for the purpose of ascertaiﬁing

and ceusing to be corrected any conditions liable to cause fire,'

or an* violations of the provisions or intent of any ordinance of

the oity affecting the fire hazard. ; S e
Whenever any officer or member shall find in any building,
or upon &ny ﬁrem&ses or other place, combustible or explesive
matter or dangerous accumulation of rubbish or unnecessary &accum-
ulation of waste paper, boxes,‘shavings, or other highly inflammable
materials especially liable to fire, and which is so situated as
| to endanger property, or shall find obstruetions to or on fire
escapes,stairs, passageways, doors or windows, lisble to interfere
with the operations of the FPire Department, or egress of occupants,
f; in case of fire, he shall order the same to be removed and reme-
died, and such order éhall forthwith be complied with by the owner
or occupant of such premises or buildings.
.Any owner failing to comply with such order within
twenty-four hours after the gsame has been received, shall.be
lisble to penalty as hereinafter stated, provided, however; that-
said order may be suspended by the Mayor pending an appeal to the
Gity Gouncil:; and provided further, that the layor shall have the
E"right to extend the time within vhich said order shell be complieﬁ
