ORDINANCE NO, %36

AN ORDINANCE REGULATING THE OPERATION OF"
TAXI-CABS, ESTABLISHING A BOARD FOR THE
CONTRCOL THERECF REQUIRING TAXIMETERS AND
PRESCRIBING PENALTIES FOR VIOLATIONS.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF ROSWELL:
SECTION 1.

A Board is hereby created, the members of which shall be ap-
pointed by the Mayor of the City of Roswell, to serve as hereinafter
gset forth and as shall be necessary for the reguletion of taxicabs
in asccordance with this ordinance. The personnel of the Bosrd shall
consist of two councilmen, two taxicab operators, and the Chief of
Police of the City of Roswell, to serve for two (2) years unless removed.

SECTION 2,

a. It shall be unlawful for any carrier to operate any taxicab
in the City of Roswell unless and until such taxicab shall be
equippred with a taximeter of a type and deeign which shall have been
epproved by the Board, and 1t shall be the duty of the carrier
operating such taxicab, and also the driver thereof, to keep such
meter operating at all times within such standard of accuracy as
mey be prescribed from time to time by the Board. No passenger shall
be carried in any such cab unless said taximeter shall be in operation.
This provision ehgll apply regardless of whether the taxicab 1e
engaged for a trip entirely within the boundaries of the City or
partially outside thereof, and such meter shall be kept operating
continuously during the entire time that 1t is engaged in the trans-
portation of pessengers for compensation, regardless of the point

of destinaticn, provided it ie¢ within a five (5) mile radius of
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b. The taxlmeter shall be placed in each taxicab so that the
reading dial showing the amount to be charged shall be well lighted

and readily discernible to a passenger riding in any such taxicab.

¢. Every taximeter used in the operatién of taxicabs shall
be subjJect to inepection at any time by the Becard, or any of its
agents or employees. Upon discovery of any insccuracy of such
taximeter, the operator thereof shall remove, or cause to be re-
moved, from service any vehicle equipped with said taximeter until
such taximeter shall have been repsired and accurately adjusted.

d. Every teximeter shall be inspected and tested for accurscy
by the carrier at least once every six monthe. Upon the com-
pletion of such inspection and of any adjustments necessary to
cause such taximeter to operate within the standards of accurscy
approved by the Bosrd, the carrier shall cause to be placed upon
such meter a gummed lebel having printed thereon the following:

"This taximeter was inspected and tested

on , end found to comply with
standard of accuracy prescribed by the
Board of Taxicabs of the City of Roswell."

The date on which such inspection was made shall be stamped in
the blank space provided for that purpcse. No such label shsll be
removed except at the time a subsequent inspection is mede.

e. 1t shall be unlawful for any driver of any taxicab, while
carrying passengers, to display the "flag" attached to the taximeter
in such a position as to denote that such vehicle is not employed,
or to fail to throw the "flgg" of the taximeter to a position in-
dicating said vehicle is unemployed at the termination of each and
every service.

f. All charges for taxicab: service shall be calculated and
indicated by & taximeter, and at all times while the taxicab 1is
engaged, the "flag" of the taximeter shall be thrown into a position
to register charges for mileage, or into a position to register
charges for walting time. No taximeter shall be used whose mechsnism

will register a combined charge-for-mileage.and.Walting time in

any single position, and no taximeter shall be operated as to cause
any charge to be registered thereon except during the time while the

taxicab 1s engaged by s passenger, or passengers,
