ORDINANCE NO, 830

AN ORDINANCE REGULATING THE ADVERTISING AND SALE

AT RETAIL OF GOODS, WARES AND MERCHANDISE REPRESENTED

AS BANKRUPT, INSOLVENT, QUITTING BUSINESS, FIRE, CLOSING

OUT OR OTHER SIMILAR SALE: PROVIDING FOR LICENSE FEES,

APPLICATION, TIME LIMITATION, RECOVERY OF LICENSE FEES,

INVENTORY, PLACE OF SALE, GOODS, WARES OR MERCHANDISE

WHICH MAY BE SOLD, REOCRDS TO BE KEPT, VERTIFICATION OF

ITEMS SOLD, ORDERING GOODS TO BE SOLD, INFORMATION TO BE

MADE AVAILABLE, ORDINANCE NOT APPLICABLE TO CERTAIN

SALES, PROVIDING FOR PENALTIES, REPEAL AND SEVERABILITY.

WHEREAS, it is hereby declared that the licensing and regulation by
said city of certain pursuits herein set forth is necessary and conducive to the
preservation of the health, safety and general welfare of the inhabitants of the
City of Roswell and further, that this ordinance is enacted as and intended for
a regulatory measure and not as a revenue measure.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE
CITY OF ROSWELL, NEW MEXICO:

Section 1. License required, fees. It shall be unlawful for any person,
firm or corporation to advertise, conduct, or carry on within the city any sale of
goods, wares or merchandise at retail, which sale shall be represented as that of
a bankrupt, bankrupt stock, bankrupt price, insolvent, assignee's, adjuster's,
wholesaler's, jobber's, manufacturer's, closing-out, quitting business, going out
of business, liquidation, closing stock, fire, fire damage, smoke, smoke damage,
water damage or other similar sale, without first having filed with the City Clerk of
said City the inventory under oath hereinafter provided for in Section 5, complying
with the provisions of this oxlinance and, obtaining from the City Clerk the required
license, such license to be known as a ''closing-out-sale license''. The fees for such
license shall be as follows: For a period not exceeding thirty days, ten dollars; for
a period not exceeding sixty days, twenty dollars; for a period not exceeding ninety
days, thirty dollars.

Section 2. Same, application. The inventory referred to in Section 5 hereof,
shall be made a part of such application for license hereunder, which application shall
be in writing, and shall, if such sale be one of damaged goods, contain a statement of
the injury caused to such goods, whether by fire, smoke, water or otherwise; such

application shall further state the place, manner and duration of time for conducting

such sale together with the name or names of the persons, firms or corporations from
