ORDINANCE NO. 928

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CERTAIN SECTIONS OF
THE 1970 EDITION CITY OF ROSWELL UNIFORM
PLUMBING AND GAS CODE TO READ IN ACCORDANCE
WITH THE RESPECTIVE SECTIONS SET FORTH IN THE
1972 SUPPLEMENT THERETO; ADOPTING BY REFER-
ENCE SAID 1972 SUPPLEMENT, CONTAINING THE RE-
SPECTIVE SECTIONS AS AMENDED, AND COMPRISING
PART AND PARCEL OF THE 1970 EDITION AS HEREBY
AMENDED; REPEALING ALL OTHER ORDINANCES OR
PARTS OF ORDINANCES, SECTIONS AND PROVISIONS
OF SAID 1970 EDITION OF THE UNIFORM PLUMBING
AND GAS CODE IN CONFLICT OR INCONSISTENT HERE-
WITH; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY AND, FIXING
THE EFFECTIVE DATE OF THIS QRDINANCE.

WHEREAS, The 1970 Edition of City of Roswell Uniform Plumbing
and Gas Code has been heretofore adopted by reference per Ordinance No,
915, and

WHEREAS, it is the intent of the municipal governing body to effect
certain changes in said 1970 Edition of the Code by way of amendment in enu-
merated sections thereof, pertaining to use and installation of plastic units in
drainage systems, and sewer drains in conjynction with neoprene joints, all
as set forth in the 1972 Supplement thereto, hereingfter adopted by reference.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF
THE CITY OF ROSWELL, NEW MEXICO:

1. Effective Date, This Ordinance shall be and become effective on

and after March 16, 1972,
2. 1972 Supplement to 1970 Plumbing and Gas Code - Adoption. The

1970 Edition of the Plumbing and Gas Code is hereby amended to read in ac-
cordance with the respective sections set forth in the 1972 Supplement thereto.
Said 1972 Supplement is hereby referred to and made a part hereof, by reier-
ence adopted and inc.:o.rpora.ted as the established minimum requirements,
rules and regulations governing the installation, alteration or repair of plumb-
ing in sewer drains, gas, sprinkling and drainage systems within the City of
Roswell, according to law in such case made and provided.

3. Filing and Availability for Inspection of Amended Code. A copy

of The 1970 Edition City of Roswell Uniform Plumbing and Gas Code as here-
by amended by the 1972 Supplement thereto, is directed to be filed in the of-
fice of the City Clerk and shall remain accessible for inspection on request
during regular business hours. Copies of sgid Code as amended by the 1972
Supplement shall be made available on request and payment of a reasonable

charge therefor.



4, Repealer. All other ordinances, parts of ordinances, sections
or provisions of said 1970 Edition of The Uniform Plumbing and Gas Code in
conflict or inconsistent herewith be, and the same hereby are repealed to the
extent only of such inconsistency. This repealer shall not be construed to re-
vive any ordinance or parts of any ordinance heretofore repealed.

5. Severability. If any section, paragraph, clause or provisions of

this Ordinance for any reason shall be held to be invalid or unenforceable, the
invalidity or unenforceability of such section, paragraph, clause or provision
shall not affect any other part of this Ordinance.

CHAFPTER 1V

GENERAL REGULATIONS

General Instruction and Requirements

Section 580: A. Installation Standards and Limitation of Usage for ABS-DWYV
and PVC-DWV Plastic Pipe.

This installation standard is in accordance with IS-5-70 and IS-9-70
and shall apply to drain, waste and vent piping systems as permitted by this
Code. This installation shall apply to any building not in excess of two (2 )
stories in height. Building drainage piping may extend to the property line.
All such piping shall be of a minimum schedule #40 DWV. Plastic pipe shall
be in straight lengths. PVC pipe is gray, ivory or white in color. ABS is
black in color. Pipe and fitting markings shall be installed so that identify-
ing markings are visible for inspections. Solvent cement containers shall be
no larger than quart size. Pipe shall be cut square with pipe cutters designed
for plastic pipe. Surface of pipe (socket depth) shall be cleaned and gloss re-
moved. Cement should be applied to both fitting socket and pipe end (socket
depth), insert pipe into fitting socket, turning the pipe slightly to insure even
distribution of cement, allowing fifteen (15) minutes for joint to develop good
handling strength, Threads shall not be made on Schedule #40 pipe. Approved
thread lubricant can be used on thread fittings. Adapter fitting on transition of
pipe material shall comply to Section 11 of this Code. For thermal expansion
chart refer to the above installation standards,

B. Vertical plastic piping shall be supported on at least every story
height,

C. Horizonal plastic piping shall be supported at intervals not ex-
ceeding four (4) feet.

D. All closet bends shall have a 3/4'" thick sleeve at penetrations of
concrete floors, to allow for expansion.

Section 586: Prohibited Fittings and Practices.

No double hub fitting, except plastic, single or double Tee branch,
single or double Tap Teebranchside inlet or heel inlet quarter bend, running
thread, band or saddle shall be used as a drainage fitting.

No drainage or vent piping shall be drilled and tapped for the purpuse
of making connections thereto,

Except that a double hub-~tapped tee may be used on a vertical lire,
Also vitrified clay pipe and fitting that meet the requirements of federal spe-~
cifications SS-P36la may be used, when installed according to manufactur=r's
specifications.

Section 590: Old House sewers and Drains.

Old house sewers and house drains may be used in connection with
new buildings or new plumbing and drainage work conly when they are found
