ORDINANCE NO. 1154

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF ROSWELL AMENDING SECTIONS
6-56 AND 6-75 OF THE ROSWELL CITY CODE TO AMEND REQUIRE-
MENTS RELATING TO NON-COMMERCIAL AVIATION FACILITIES AND
TO AMEND PROVISIONS RELATING TO STORAGE OF AIRCRAFT;
PROVIDING FOR REPEAL OF ALL ORDINANCES OR PARTS THEREOF
IN CONFLICT HEREWITH; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY AND
FIXING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, it is desired to provide standards and regulations
for non-commercial and commercial aviation activities at the RIAC
(Roswell Industrial Air Center) and to insure full utilization is
made of existing facilities and structures, and

WHEREAS, the governing body, the City Council, has determined
the regulations contained herein to be in the public interest and in
the best interests of aviation at the RIAC.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY,
THE CITY COUNCIL, OF ROSWELL, NEW MEXICO, that:

Section 1. The Roswell City Code is hereby amended by
addition of the following new subsection to Section 6-56 of the
Roswell City Code:

(c) The provisions shall apply to all commercial and
non-commercial aviation facilities:

(1) Prior to the construction of any non-commercial
aviation facilities on the RIAC it must be shown that existing
operators are unable or unwilling to provide the service for which
the proposed facility is intended.

(2) Commercial aviation activities of any kind,
including but not limited to aircraft maintenance, flight
instruction, charter or aircraft sales shall not be permitted in any
non-commercial building or area of the RIAC. Notwithstanding the
prohibitions of this paragraph, owners of aircraft shall be allowed

to maintain their own equipment within the limits of area
restrictions.

Section 2. The Roswell City Code is hereby amended by
adoption of the following new paragraph in Section 6-75 of the
Roswell City code to read as follows:

(a) Line services shall include the sale and into-plane
delivery of recognized brands of aviation fuels, lubricants, and
other related petroleum products. The operator shall provide
servicing of aircraft, including ramp assistance and the parking,
hanger storage, and tiedown of aircraft within the leased area. Such
an operator shall comply with the provisions of this section.

Section 3. Repealer. All ordinances or parts of ordinances
in conflict or inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed to the
extent only of such inconsistency. This repealer shall not be

construed to revive any ordinance or part of any ordinance heretofore
repealed.

Section 4. Severability. If any section, paragraph, clause
or provision of this Ordinance for any reason shall be held to be
invalid or unenforceable, the invalidity or unenforceability of such

section, paragraph, clause or provision shall not affect any other
part of this ordinance.

Section 5. Effective Date. This ordinance shall be effective

on and after five (5) days following its publication as provided by
law.
