ORDINANCE NO. 1162

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF ROSWELL AMENDING ARTICLE
NO. 78 OF THE UNIFORM FIRE CODE, 1982 EDITION, AS
ADOPTED BY THE CITY OF ROSWELL AND AMENDING ARTICLE
II OF CHAPTER 12 OF THE ROSWELL CITY CODE, PROVIDING
FOR RESTRICTED SALE AND RESTRICTED USE OF CERTAIN
FIREWORKS WITHIN THE CITY OF ROSWELL, PROVIDING FOR
PERMITS AND RESTRICTIONS ON THE SALE OF FIREWORKS,
PROVIDING FOR REPEAL OF ALL ORDINANCES OR PARTS OF
ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT HEREWITH, PROVIDING FOR
SEVERABILITY, AND FIXING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, it appears in the best interest of the citizens of
Roswell to make provision for sale and discharge of certain fireworks.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY,
THE CITY COUNCIL, OF ROSWELL, NEW MEXICO:

Section 1. Article 78 of the Uniform Fire Code, 1982 Edition
as earlier adopted by the City of Roswell in the Roswell City Code,
Section 12-26, is amended by addition of the following sections:

Permitted Fireworks

Section 78.107. The following fireworks are declared to be
permissible fireworks and may be possessed and sold within the City in
accord with the regulations of this article. The fireworks are:

1. Snake, Glow Worm - Pressed pellets of pyrotechnic
composition that produces a snakelike ash upon burning.
The ash expands in length as the pellet burns. These
devices shall not contain mercuric thiocynate.

2. ©Smoke Device - Tube or sphere containing pyrotechnic
composition that produces white or colored smoke upon
ignition as the primary effect.

3. Wire Sparkler - Wire coated with pyrotechnic compo-
sition that produces a shower of sparks upon ignition.
These items may not contain magnesium and must not
exceed 100 grams of composition per item. Devices
containing any chlorate or perchlorate salts shall not
exceed 5 grams of composition per item.

4. Starlight Candle - Heavy paper or cardboard tube

with ground spike, not exceeding 3/8 inch inside diameter
that contains up to 20 grams of pyrotechnic composition.
Upon ignition up to ten "stars" (pellets of compressed
pynotechnic composition) are individually expelled at
several second intervals.

5. Mine, Shell - Heavy cardboard or paper tube up to

2 - 1/2 inches in diameter with a wooden or plastic base
attached, containing up to 40 grams of pyrotechnic com-
position. Upon ignition "stars" (pellets of compressed
pyrotechnic composition), whistles, parachutes or com-
binations of these items are propelled into the air with
the tube remaining on the ground.

6. Cylindrical Fountain - Cylindrical tube not exceeding
3/4 inch in inside diameter containing up to 75 grams of
pyrotechnic composition. Fountains produce a shower of
color and sparks upon ignition, and sometimes a whistling
effect. Cylindrical fountains may contain a spike to be
inserted in the ground (spike fountain), a wooden or
plastic base to be placed on the ground (base fountain),
or a wooden handle or cardboard handle for items designed
to be hand-held (handle fountain).

7. Cone Fountain - Cardboard or heavy paper cone
containing up to 50 grams of pyrotechnic composition. The
effect is the same as that of a cylindrical fountain.



8. Illuminating Torch - Cylindrical tube containing up to
100 grams of pyrotechnic composition. Upon ignition,
colored fire is produced. These may be either spike,
base, or handle-type devices.

9. Wheel - Pyrotechnic device attached to a post or tree
by means of a nail or string. Wheel contains up to six
"driver" units - tubes not exceeding 1/2-inch in inside
diameter that may contain up to 60 grams of composition
per driver unit. Upon ignition, the wheel revolves,
producing color, sparks, and/or whistling effect.

10. Ground Spinner - Small device similar to wheels in

design and effect placed on the ground and ignited. A
shower of sparks and color is produced by the spinning
device.

11. Flitter Sparkler - Narrow paper tube filled with
pyrotechnic composition that produces color and sparks
upon ignition. These devices do not use a fuse for
ignition. The paper at one end of the tube is ignited
to make the device function.

12. Pyrotechnic Composition - Mixture of chemicals that
produces a visible or audible effect by combustion rather
than deflagration or detonation. Pyrotechnic compositions
will not explode upon ignition unless severely confined.

13. Combination Items - Combination items consist of
fireworks and/or devices containing combinations of two or
more of the permissible effects described herein.

Retail Sale of Permitted Fireworks

Section 78.108.

A. Retail sales of permitted fireworks may be made within
the City between June 25 and July 5 (inclusive) of each
year. Such sales shall be only by licensed sales
locations pursuant to a permit issued by the Roswell Fire
Department and shall be subject to the safety regulations
established by the Roswell Fire Department. Retail
sellers shall not maintain their inventories within the
City beyond July 18 of each year.

B. 1In retail sales location, any fireworks devices that
are readily accessible to handling by consumers or
purchasers must have their fuses protected in such a
manner as to protect against accidental ignition of an
item by a spark, cigarette ash, or other ignition source.

Discharge of Permitted Fireworks

Section 78.109. Discharge of permitted fireworks shall be
subject to the following restrictions:

1. No fireworks shall be discharged within one hundred
feet of any fireworks retail sales location.

2. It shall be unlawful to explode or ignite fireworks

within one hundred feet of any church, hospital or school
building. ' :

3. No person shall ignite or discharge any fireworks
within or throw the same from a motor vehicle while
within, nor shall any person place or throw any ignited
article of fireworks into or at such a motor vehicle, or
at or near any person or group of people.
